Domestic water, sanitary, storm-piping and fixtures installation is ongoing
Sprinkler system installation is in progress

Installation of chilled water supply and return, and high-pressure steam main and condensate return
piping installation in utility tunnel and sub-cellar level 1

Fire alarm system installation is in progress

Installation of masonry walls, concrete curbs, and equipment pads at sub-cellar levels 1 and 3

All air handling units are on site and installation is in progress

The W. 130th Street energy transfer room equipment installation is ongoing

Sheet metal ductwork is ongoing in Site 7, Site 6B and W. 130th Street
