What is Happening

On Friday, March 13, West 131st Street (between Broadway and 12th Avenue) is anticipated to be fully closed to
vehicular traffic between 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., weather permitting.

o  West 131st Street will be closed to pedestrians around the Studebaker Building (615 W. 131st Street) on
Friday, March 13 from 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Please use 130th or 132nd Streets for pedestrian access.
